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Abstract Romance of the Three Kingdoms is one of the most influential classical novels
in Chinese literature. Through a literary reconstruction of political struggles and
individual destinies during the Three Kingdoms period, the novel establishes a narrative
system centered on loyalty, legitimacy, and power order. This paper analyzes the
narrative logic of power construction and the moral significance of loyalty in the text,
examines the relationship between character representation and value judgment, and

discusses the broader cultural and social implications of the novel in Chinese society.
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
