Abstract: Early childhood education, as a crucial foundational stage in the educational
system, holds significant importance in stimulating young children's learning interests
and laying the foundation for their lifelong development. Based on relevant research
findings at home and abroad, this paper adopts a research method that combines literature
analysis with practical reflection. Taking into account the real-world context of picture
book reading instruction in kindergartens in China, it conducts a systematic analysis of
picture book reading instruction from two dimensions: educational value and practical
dilemmas. The study finds that picture book reading has substantial educational value in
promoting young children's language and cognitive development, fostering aesthetic

appreciation and creativity, facilitating emotional and social growth, as well as facilitating
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cultural inheritance and identity construction. However, current picture book instruction
in kindergartens still faces issues such as insufficient professionalization of teachers,
relatively monotonous teaching methods, imperfect home-kindergarten collaboration
mechanisms, and uneven allocation of reading resources. Based on the above analysis,
this paper proposes improvement strategies, including promoting teachers' professional
development and school-based research, encouraging diversified and in-depth classroom
teaching methods, establishing a home-kindergarten co-education mechanism, and
achieving a balanced allocation of picture book resources and rational application of
digital resources. The research posits that only through policy support, professional
training, and multi-party collaboration can the systematic and high-quality development
of picture book reading instruction be achieved, fully leveraging its comprehensive
educational functions in early childhood education. This study provides a feasible path
for optimizing picture book reading instruction practices in kindergartens and offers
valuable references for the reform of early childhood education curricula and teachers'
professional growth.
